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Abstract

With the rapid growth of the Far East economies, the sale of products to consumers in these
countries by global companies becomes ever more important. To support this endeavour, IP
protection has assumed a greater significance, and in parallel, knowledge of the existing
country-specific technologies. One route into accessing this knowledge is through machine
translation of patents.

This presentation will examine how Procter & Gamble has tackled the issue of machine
translation of patents published in the Far East countries, and focus on the systems available,
languages considered, the quality of the translation, and the costs involved.
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
